Student Contribution

All students who do not fit the exemption or concession criteria must pay a student contribution.

· If you have no prior qualifications the student contribution for HLT37215 Certificate III in Pathology Collection is $1450

· If you have one or more prior qualifications the student contribution is $1750
· Once the student has commenced the course they are fully committed to pay the required fee to Southern IML Pathology
· No qualification will be issued where fees are not fully paid.
This contribution is paid directly to SIML. Payment plans are available on request. Once a receipt is issued from SIML Pathology an enrolment is commenced.

Fee Exemption and Concessions

If you are eligible for Smart and Skilled training and you're an Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander student, a student with a disability or an Australian Government welfare recipient, you and your dependents may be eligible for a fee exemption or concession when enrolling in a Smart and Skilled course.
 Exemptions
An exemption is where no fee is charged to the student. For exemptions, the government subsidises the total cost of the qualification.

Fee exemptions are available to eligible students who:

Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander (through descent, self-identification or community identification)

Meet the Smart and Skilled disability criteria (proof of a disability support pension or documentary evidence from an appropriate medical professional is required)

Are the dependents of disability support pension recipients?
*Proof is required 
Concession fees
Concession fees are discounted fees for disadvantaged people.
The concession fee applies to the whole qualification and is a flat fee set for the course to $240 for a HLT37215 Certificate III in Pathology Collection.  No Payment plans available for concession fees.
